Senator César J. Blanco Announces Jobs and Education for Texas 

Grant to Fabens Independent School District   

 
El Paso, Texas – Today, Senator César J. Blanco announced the Texas Workforce Commission 

(TWC) has presented a Jobs and Education for Texas (JET) Grants to Fabens Independent 

School District (ISD), in partnership with El Paso Community College. Totaling $344,0222, this 

grant for the JET program will help train 126 students in the high-demand occupation of 

Registered Nurses.  

   

The Jobs and Education for Texans (JET) program provides grants to eligible entities to purchase 

and install equipment necessary for the development of career and technical education (CTE) 

courses or programs that lead to a license, certificate, or post-secondary degree in a high-demand 

occupation.
